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Exhibition and Fair Activities are an Efficient
Competitive Recovery Tool
for the Russian Economy

Exhibition and fair activities, which are developing globally at a brisk pace, serve as a key
instrument for innovative economic development. Today, exhibition and fair activities in Russia
are becoming an integral part of the promotion of goods of the country’s producers both on do-
mestic and international markets. Exhibitions are also the key to attracting foreign investment
to fund innovative projects of Russian organizations. Exhibitions and fairs have become an ef-
ficient tool for the implementation of high-priority national projects, serving as an important
mechanism for regional infrastructure development. The exhibition business involves thou-
sands of organizations. The Russian exhibition sector is in the process of modernizing, being
closely connected to a number of industries and boasting its own infrastructure, material and
technical resources, as well as highly qualified specialists. This aspect is especially important
in the current challenging economic environment.

The Russian exhibition business currently comprises nearly 450 companies, including ex-
hibition organizers and companies providing other services such as, for example construction
development, design and others. The key players on the market are companies that run their
own exhibition programs and vigorously promote them on the domestic market. These compa-
nies account for about half of the total number of firms operating on the market. The leading
exhibition companies formed the International Union for Exhibitions and Fairs (MCBA). Mem-
bers of the organization hold all the most significant exhibitions of federal and regional impor-
tance. Every year, the Russian Federation hosts around 2,000 exhibition events. The Russian
members of the International Union for Exhibitions and Fairs (45 organizations) alone organize
on average around 1,000 exhibitions annually, with the events attracting more than 100,000
companies and employing total exhibition space of more than 1,000,000 square meters. As a
competitive recovery instrument, the exhibition and fair activities boast a tremendous poten-
tial that would increase manifold when consistent and solid coordination, and state support
are provided.

Russia currently boasts 16 exhibition complexes totaling more than 450 000 square meters
of exhibition space. Eighty percent of the venues are located in Moscow, St. Petersburg and
Nizhny Novgorod. In a further nine regions - Yekaterinburg, Irkutsk, Kazan, Kaliningrad, Novo-
sibirsk, Perm, Samara, Ufa and Cheboksary - exhibition complexes have from 1,000 to 5,000
square meters of space.

According to expert estimates, during 1995-2008, the numbers of exhibitions and their par-
ticipants have doubled, with the quality of events improving significantly. There is currently a
tendency towards an increase of the share of specialized exhibitions on the market, compared
to the numbers of universal exhibitions and fairs, and national exhibitions of foreign countries
in Russia. The lion’s share of specialized exhibitions is currently devoted to the following indus-
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tries: foods, construction, transport, information and communications, clothing and jewelry,
and agriculture. Tourism exhibitions are experiencing dynamic development. Therefore, there
is a clear tendency for further development of exhibition and fair activities. The boost in the
field provides a stimulating effect for the economic development in the subjects of the Russian
Federation and the country’s economy in general.

The need for modification of the legal framework regulating exhibition and fair activities
in the Russian Federation emerged a long time ago and is pressing as the exhibition business
serves as a very efficient instrument for the promotion of products and services both on the
domestic and international markets The exhibition industry is also instrumental in boosting the
competitive recovery of Russian industry, in supporting regional infrastructure development
and in fostering innovative economic development.

As early as March of 2001 the Russian government approved a Conception for the Develop-
ment of the Exhibition and Fair Industry in the Russian Federation. The conception defined the
current state and prospects for further development of exhibition and fair activities in the
country. The works aimed at reaching the goals set out in the document are comprised in the
Plan for the Realization of the Key Areas of Focus of the Conception for the Development of
the Exhibition and Fair Industry in the Russian Federation. According to the approved Plan for
the Realization of the Key Areas of Focus of the Conception, a federal law on exhibition and
fair activity was due to become an important instrument in turning the conception into reality.
Work on the draft law continues.

There is at present no legal document in the Russian Federation that regulates the basics
of exhibition and fair activities. All issues concerning the exhibition and fair industry in the
country are regulated by the general legal norms developed for all sectors of the economy,

including the Civil Code, the Tax Code, the Customs Code and the Labor Code of the Russian
Federation; the federal laws on Export Control, on Advertising, on State Support of Small Busi-
nesses in the Russian Federation, on the Principles of State Regulation of the Foreign Trade;
the laws. of the Russian Federation on Trademarks, Service Marks and Appellation of Origin of
Goods, on Chambers of Commerce and Industry in the Russian Federation, on Foreign Currency
Regulations and Currency Control and other documents.

Over the past years, many regions of Russian have adopted their own regional concepts and
special programs aimed at developing exhibition and fair activities. Legislative and executive
bodies in Moscow, St. Petersburg, Yekaterinburg, Moscow Region, Nizhny Novgorod Region, Bel-
gorod Region and other regions have adopted legal norms that now help stimulate exhibition
activity, advancing its material and technical resources and improving support policies target-
ing domestic producers that take part in exhibitions. However, further development of the
exhibition and fair industry is being hampered by the absence of a series of consistent support
policies on the federal level. As almost all experts in the field point out, there is a need for
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amendment of the legislation in the sphere of the exhibition industry on the federal level.

In order to bring the legal framework in the sphere of exhibition activities into compliance
with the real demands of the economic development of the Russian Federation, it would be
reasonable to adopt a special unified legal act that would regulate exhibition and fair activi-
ties.

The subject of this legal document has to be the legal relations between the participants in
exhibition and fair activities and the government authorities and municipal authorities in the
process of formation and realization of the state policy in the field.

The adoption of such a legal act on the federal level would allows the following goals
to be achieved:

. The definition of a state policy for the exhibition industry;

. The definition of general standards and rules for holding exhibitions and fairs in the
Russian Federation;

. The formalization of the key terminology in the field of the exhibition and fair busi-
ness, and the legal standing of the industry players as well as the establishment of a series of
rights, duties and functions for the management of exhibitions and fairs;

. The development of mechanisms for the allocation of state budget funds on different
levels to support the participants in the exhibitions and fairs industry;

. The coordination of the efforts of federal government bodies, the government bod-
ies of the subjects of the Russian Federation, chambers of commerce and industry, unions of
entrepreneurs and associations of exhibition organizers, non-governmental organizations and
exhibitions business structures in the field of the organizing and holding of top priority exhibi-
tion events;

. The establishment of special requirements for exhibitions, fairs and other events: to
fix standards for host venues and the exhibits on show, and to establish a level of responsibility
for exhibition organizers.

. The provision of an adequate level of security for exhibitions and fairs.

Additionally, the existing federal legal framework in the field has to be optimized. The
process for the import and export of foreign and domestic exhibition goods must be facilitated,
with the needs of the exhibition and fair industry being taken into account. It is also essential
that new legislation that would stimulate the development of the material resources of the
exhibition industry be created.

Every year, the Russian government approves a plan for holding national exhibition events
abroad. The plan typically includes exhibitions funded by the state budget of the Russian
Federation, with financial support provided for the domestic companies taking part in these
events. Specialists believe, however, that events are often included in the plan without a
proper consideration of their themes and destinations resulting in a poor reflection of Russia’s
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interests in various parts of the world. The method for selecting the events to be included in
the annual plan needs to be overhauled. For comparison, in Germany, the state budget annu-
ally allocates around 35,000,000 euros for the support of domestic companies taking part in
exhibitions abroad. The priority regions for the promotion of domestic goods are clearly de-
fined: China and Russia. Thus, in 2007, the German government financed the participation of
domestic companies in 46 exhibitions in China and 23 events in the Russian Federation.

As experts point out, it is necessary that a consistent state policy for the coordination and
support of the exhibition market, with attention to the interests of domestic commodity pro-
ducers taking part in exhibition events, entrepreneurs, customers, exhibition organizers and
representatives of all areas of the exhibition business, be developed. The exhibition and fair
industry in the subjects of the Russian Federation needs state support which serves to boost
economic development in the regions and create mechanisms for the selection and promotion
of competitive domestic goods on foreign markets, helping the Russian companies to reach
out.

The infrastructure of the Russian exhibition industry lags significantly behind the resources
of the country’s European neighbors. Russian exhibition centers in total have slightly over
450,000 square meters of exhibition space, while Germany’s exhibition venues total more than

2,500,000 square meters of space. France boasts more than 1,000,000 square meters of exhibi-
tion space. Over the past several years, China has built a number of modern exhibition centers
totaling 2,200,000 square meters of space. The quality of transport infrastructure and accom-
modation for participants and visitors to the events in the regions where exhibition centers are
located is crucially important for the development of the exhibition and fair business. In this
respect, some of the regions of Russia are far behind their foreign competitors.

It is high time that the exhibition and fair industry is given a major boost, especially in the
more economically advanced regions of the Russian Federation. Both the capacities of the new
exhibition complexes and the pace of their construction do not suffice the needs of the Russian
economy. A targeted federal investment program for the development of the exhibition and
fair industry that would be focused, first of all, on building a modern infrastructure, would be
an important instrument of comprehensive state support for the exhibition and fair industry.
Regional government bodies and enterprises can become co-investors in these projects. It is
essential that a program for the construction and modernization of exhibition complexes based
on the principle of partnership between the state and the private sector be developed.

All of the above mentioned issues require the development and modernization of state pol-
icy in the field of the exhibition and fair industry and the coordination of interactions between
federal, regional and municipal authorities and organizations. It is highly recommended that a
program document be adopted that would offer a short-term and long-term development plan
and a vision for the exhibition and fair industry in Russia.

Exhibition St. Petersburg

The geopolitical location of St. Petersburg played a decisive role in establishing the city as
a center for international exhibition activity.

During the years of economic growth, the number of exhibitions held in Russia’s northern
capital increased drastically, with their quality greatly improving. As the city’s economy en-
joyed rapid development, the companies operating on the exhibition market parlayed their
efforts on increasing the number of specialized events. At the same time, the amount of avail-
able exhibition space in St. Petersburg has remained limited. The city currently boasts around
73,000 square meters of display space.*

Every year, St. Petersburg and the Leningrad Region hold more than 200 large and diverse
exhibitions, yet there is only*ene professional exhibition complex in the city.

In Moscow, the average annual occupancy of exhibition halls is 60 percent. In St. Peters-
burg, the occupancy level of exhibition centers is much lower, making an annual average of
around 30-35 percent. Demand for exhibition space in the city is seasonal in character. Exhibi-
tion activity in St. Petersburg reaches its climax in April to May and October to November, and
it is during these months that a significant shortage of venues equipped for hosting exhibition
events becomes obvious.

The city’s conference venues - which include more than 80 locations - offer more than
43,000 square meters of space, or 32,630 seats. More than one third of that space is offered
by small venues of less than 50 square meters. Large halls of more than 1,000 square meters
account for only 1 percent of the city’s conference space. The specialized venues segment
(congress centers) amounts to about 9 percent of the city’s conference space, or 11 percent
of the total seating capacity.

With the completion of all projects scheduled to launch by 2020, the amount of specialized

conferenge centers in St. Petersburg will reach around 97 000 square meters, with the arrival
of extra 40000 seats. All new venues were designed as an integral part of larger multifunction-
al complexes created specifically for the exhibition and hospitality sectors, and office rental.

The country’s economic development was marked by the growth of business events at vari-
ous levels, which, in turn, resulted in increasing demand for conference space. Additionally,
according to expert estimates, over the past three years, the annual growth of the Russian
business meetings market was 25 percent.

According to industry forecasts, by 2020 the amount of services on the market will have
increased by five times compared to 2008. Local events are held more frequently than other
types of events. This means that the demand for smaller-sized venues of less than 200 square
meters is the highest in the industry. In the meantime, thematic events organized by the re-
gional authorities with an eye to attract visitors from other cities are organized less often. In
this market segment, the range of the requested venues can vary, but the maximum demand is
for halls of 300-500 square meters. At the same time, the availability of such venues is fairly
limited, accounting for only 3.8 percent of the market. Events of regional importance are of-
ten held in large hotels and exhibition centers.

There is a shortage of high quality large halls of more than 1,000 square meters in the
international business event venues segment. With more modern congress centers emerging,
the sector will receive an impulse for further development. According to expert estimates, the
potential for congress tourism in St. Petersburg is high, and development of the city’s infra-
structure, including the airport, the sea port and new hotels will lead to a greater demand for
large conference venues of more than 1,000 square meters.

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Exhibitions Will Develop
Alongside the Economy

The exhibition potential of St. Petersburg depends di-
rectly on Russia’s economic development, believes Anatoly
Kotov, vice chairman of the Committee For Economic Devel-
opment, Industrial Policy and Trade of St. Petersburg.

In his opinion, during the financial crisis, the companies
operating on the market have begun an even more intense
consolidation. As a result, only the most successful and fi-
nancially profitable exhibition projects are managing to sur-
vive.

Criteria for success are now established by the events’
participants, not the organizers. There is a high demand for
consolidation, even more so, as the city has for many years
been holding a large number of sector exhibitions, and has
recently become a most attractive congress destination.

- How has the exhibition sector in St.Petersburg been affected by the eco-
nomic crisis?

The number of exhibitions has definitely shrunk but the market participants are offering an
adequate response to the situation. At the same time, the tendency for consolidation between
exhibition organizers and their partners that had been revealed itself even before the crisis,
continues today. Even before the crisis, projects were merging. Some companies were dying
out or being absorbed by the larger ones. Currently, the same trend continues. Market seg-
ments that become vacant as weaker players leave get occupied by stronger competitors.

Besides, most exhibition organizers, if not all of them, started paying much greater at-
tention to the quality of business events being held as part of exhibitions. The major goal of
exhibition organizers is to attract more clients and sell more exhibition space, and therefore
the key principle for deciding upon running one exhibition or another is the maximum amount
of contacts per unit of cost. This indicator will always be higher at specialized exhibitions that
attract more visitors with a specific focus of interest. In the end, these customers create the
image of the event and “form up its image,” as it were. This is why it is the customers that will
be affecting the life cycle of each exhibition, and in the future it will be down to the clients
to decide which events will thrive and which cease to exist.

It is quite revealing that many exhibition operators are now focusing on improving the
business programs of their events in order to offer their customers more conferences and
seminars.

One can organize a beautiful event in terms of exhibition space management or stalls de-
sign but if there are no specialists and field experts there, the exhibition will inevitably fail.
There won’t be a demand for it.

If in previous years the operators could afford the luxury of keeping their loss-making
projects afloat by supporting them with revenues from profitable ones in order to claim a par-
ticular market niche, today companies can no longer do that. Everyone has no choice but to
focus on the successful and profitable projects.
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- Are there already any examples of such successful exhibitions?

Yes, it is the core of our leading exhibitions, including the St. Petersburg Technical Fair,
the Russian Industrialist, the International Naval Salon, Interstroyexpo, BalticBuild, Neva, In-
wetex, Fashion Industry, the St. Petersburg International Book Salon and other events. All of
them are included in the list of priority exhibitions held with support and participation of the
St. Petersburg government.

- What are the results of the consolidation of the exhibition market players?

What we are seeing here for the most part is the process of larger companies taking over
the smaller ones, rather than pure consolidation. One of the best-known examples is the case
of Interstroyexpo project which had originally been set up by two companies which later sold
it to Primexpo.

The company that used to organize the Municipal Housing Complex of Russia exhibition sold
it to Lenexpo. The Security and Safety exhibition was held by the Omega company, and over
the past 1.5 years Primexpo has been running the project. You also have to take into account
that the staff of those smaller companies that used to manage the exhibitions is automatically
employed by the new owners and continues to organize the same projects. At least, this is
true in most cases.

- What is being done to promote St. Petersburg as an exhibition center on the
international level?

St. Petersburg undoubtedly has its own niche here. We have to struggle against a strong
competitor, namely, for the time being, Moscow. We have to occupy our own niche and get a
solid understanding of where we can be most successful and productive. | am convinced that
our priority spheres in the industrial exhibitions sector are connected to St. Petersburg’s core
industries best developed in the city: shipbuilding, machine industry and equipment engineer-

ing.

- A number of the new hotels emerging in the city have congress facilities. Is
there any sign of more intensive congress activity in St. Petersburg?

We are devoting more and more attention to this field. The congress business and exhibi-
tion business, although they look very similar superficially, are different.

| strongly believe that the development of the congress market in the city is a very promis-
ing field. St. Petersburg is well-equipped to attract a number of important international con-

gresses and organize specialized events.

The city boasts one very interesting feature which is difficult to find in other Russian towns.
St. Petersburg has many palaces and historic mansions. Many of these buildings can provide all
necessary services for holding a congress according to modern standards and, besides, they are
able to create a very special and attractive environment for an official event.

The beauty of our city, which is renowned for its architecture, bridges, rivers and canals,
is a great advantage. And congress participants, undoubtedly, would find this element very
attractive.

That is why almost all the biggest hotels in the city have conference facilities, and some
of them even boast larger halls for hosting congresses. It gives them an opportunity to host a
number of different events at the same time.

- Does the city have a sufficient number of venues for hosting congresses?

We have enough venues to accommodate smaller congresses. But St. Petersburg is still
lacking a congress hall fit for grand-scale events that can draw several thousand participants.
What’s more, there is no such venue in Moscow, either. In the meantime, there are plans to
create a Congress Palace in Strelna. Also, Gazpromenergobank is planning to build a congress
and exhibition center in the Pulkovskoye Highway district.

- Does St. Petersburg have the potential to turn into one of the world’s leading
destinations for congresses and exhibitions?

It would be impossible to achieve this goal using the administrative resources of the city
government alone, however hard we might try, because exhibitions reflect the state of a coun-
try’s economy in general. Exhibitions are used by companies to promote their goods, advertise
themselves and organize meetings.

In the EU, Germany is the country with the greatest share of the exhibition market, and,
as we all know, the German economy is the strongest in the European Union. The exhibition
business is thriving in China - as is the country’s economy in general.

The USA is one of the world’s leaders on the exhibition market, and it is a country that
boasts the world’s strongest economy. It is absolutely clear that exhibitions not only serve as
the engine of the economy but also as its mirror. This means that if the Russian economy moves
forward, the exhibition sector will develop accordingly. It won’t work any other way.

Naturally we; for our part, will make every effort to stimulate this process. | hope that
both Russia and St. Petersburg have good economic potential, which means that the exhibition
business here will enjoy dynamic development.

The largest exhibition center in the North-Western region and one of the leading ones in
Russia. Its history goes back to August 1968, when the harbour on Vasilievsky island was the site
of the first post-war international exhibition of Contemporary Equipment for Fishery, and Fish
and Seafood Processing (Inrybprom-68).

After the end of Inrybprom, it was decided to keep the pavilions in order to provide the city
with permanent exhibition venues.

To put the exhibition space to most effective use, a Directorate for Foreign and Interna-
tional Exhibitions of the exhibition association Expocenter was created at the Chamber of
Commerce & Trade of the USSR.

The location was used as the venue for the further Inrybprom exhibitions which followed, in
1975, 1980 and 1985. Various exhibitions including Plastamat(East Germany), Czech Costume
Jewellery, Made in Poland, Cosmetics of Bulgaria were held, with great success.

In 1989 the exhibition center in the harbour began operating independently.

The Leningrad City Exhibition Center was founded and titled The External Economics Exhibi-
tion Association Lenexpo. And by the mid-1980s Lenexpo was organizing as many as 20 exhibi-
tions or more a year.

In 2005 the pavilion no.7 was built, becoming the largest of its kind in St. Petersburg. The
pavilion’s congress center, equipped with ultra-modern facilities, is ideally placed to hold large
conferences, forums and exhibitions of international standard.

In 2007, the pavilion 8A, totalling 3400 square meters of exhibition space, with a capac-
ity of to 2500 people, was opened. Designed with congresses and forums in mind, this venue
was equipped with a full range of technical facilities, including a video projector and lighting
equipment. There is also a sound amplification system and facilities for simultaneous transla-
tion into 6 languages.

Today the pavilions nos. 7, 8A and 8 add up to an exhibition space of 16 000 square metres,
creating a perfect environment to enable both exhibitors and visitors to achieve their goals
efficiently, regardless of the whims and variations of the St. Petersburg weather.

Thanks to its unique location and to the high standard of the technical equipment of the
pavilions, Lenexpo, for the third year in a row, has served as the venue for the St. Petersburg
International Economic Forum.

This is key event on the international economic scene and a meeting place for business,
political-and intellectual leaders from all over the world.

Over the four decades of its history, Lenexpo has hosted 1557 exhibitions. The complex has
been visited by more than 50 million people. Every year, over 7,000 companies from more than
60 countries showcase their displays at exhibitions hosted by Lenexpo.
